	Matters Arising

Transport Project

Residents questioned How will residents get to Rotherham?

Residents wanted Bndfc to confirm what the difference was between the original RIF and the current project proposal

Recycling Matters

SP reported that Onyx had announced 92 new recycling sites in Sheffield

Burngreave Transport Strategy

TA outlined the draft Strategy and proposed Action Plan for the next 5 years. The following questions were asked

Q. Does street cleaning include dog mess which is a major problem outside local schools.

A. FIDO is available from NRU and they are trying to establish whether it can be used for the Highway.

Q. Why is the Strategy so broad?

A. The aim of Bnfdfc is to develop clear strategies that will direct future Bnfdc spending

Q. Is the Action Plan a wish list or are some of them firm proposals.

A. The Action Plan has been developed to ensure key questions are asked and feasibilities carried out. This will rule things in or out for year 2-5

Q. Will there be any funding available for all the road safety measures which are fully supported following lots of consultation that has already taken place

A. All schemes will be reviewed and scored and funding sought. The issue is that many of the scheme may not score very highly and not be funded. JR reported that Bndfc will review the schemes which SCC are unable to fund with a view to funding them to ensure that the strategy is delivered e.g safe routes to schools.

Q.  Do cycling routes  continue through all the main routes e.g Gower Street.

A. The need for cycling routes will be taken into account at the design stage of each scheme

Q. What will the cycling audit consist of

A. During this year’s Bike week there will a real push in Burngreave including local trips, looking at cycling facilities and people will be asked their views throughout that week

Q. What is the next step

A. The team has taken on people’s views on what they would like in the strategy and action plan. A report is going to April Cabinet to seek endorsement

Q. The strategy needs to recognise who/what is currently happening and the realistic possibility of funding some of the projects.

A. Allocation of funds has already begun for the year 1 projects. If projects are not feasible then they will not be included in the strategy. But year 1 is carrying out the feasibilities etc.

Comment

Car clubs, car sharing and  bio diesel is something that is currently being looked by SCRAP

JR thanked TA and AG for their presentation.

The draft strategy was agreed

Project Update

Green Environment Programme

JH presented the project update report (see attached) and informed the meeting that projects within the programme will be producing quarter written reports.

This was approved by the meeting

JH raised the issue that the January meeting was not minuted but SWT needed the draft action plan to be endorsed. JR proposed that SWT take on board the comments that were made at that meeting and incorporate them into the 2nd  draft that will then be presented and endorsed at a future meeting. 

JH reported that they would like to do a presentation to one of the Board Focus meeting on the progress of the programme. JR agreed to arrange.  

JH reported that SWT are working with Bereavement Services to ensure that the weather proofing to the Chapels is carried out to the correctly.

KC stated that this project needs to link into the Transport Strategy.

GS informed the meeting that the steering group is now working very effectively and partnership working is really working.

Waste Management

This project will be completed on the 31 March 2004. A detailed end of project report with all the results re number of businesses which now comply and where further action is required through SCC will be presented to Bndfc next week

KC asked would it be beneficial to extend the project to other businesses in Burngreave. SI informed the meeting that this was one of the roles for the Recycling Matters project, together with the training of local people to carry out the waste management audits.

Recycling Matters

SI reported that the project had interviewed for the 2nd year trainee post. The project was planning its first plastics collection from named donors. An assessment will be made as to whether this collection will be cost effective. The bio diesel project will now include supplies from businesses outside the Burngreave area due to not enough oil being produced from the shops in Burngreave

SCRAP will be present at the event in Abbeyfield park on Sunday 2 May. Residents will have an opportunity to get involved in composting and Bio diesel. 

SI informed the meeting that May is Environment Month and Scrap will be holding 3 introductory sessions to the Permaculture Course. JR to arrange for the top soil for the community garden to be delivered. 

SCRAP will be working with Museums and Galleries and children from the Cellar Space project to produce a sculpture for the community garden from recycled steel.

SI informed the meeting that SCC will be applying for funding from the national Waste Recycling Action Programme. SI continued to inform the meeting that Onyx would have to apply for planning permission for the recycling centre behind the shops on Spital Hill.

SP informed the group that if the Green Gym project is funded they will be able to apply for  £500 from the British Heart Foundation who are supporting taster courses between 5-12 June. JR informed the meeting that the project had been approved today.
