Theme Managers Report

CS raised concerns  about the proposed development of the Skate Park on Ellesmere Park South, prior to the Master Planning process being completed for the Ellesmere North and South sites. JR explained that the process started well over a year ago when Collette Holden the then BGEP project manager was asked to carryout community consultation as part of the development of the Action Plan on the proposal to site a skate park on the Ellesmere South park. This followed a series of meetings on Youth provision and trying to establish a suitable site for the Skate Park. This information was then submitted to Bndfc which supported the development of the RIF several months ago. JR stated that she would liase with Moira on its progress, but could not commit to delaying the project to fall in line with the BGEP timetable as the programme was trying to respond to the needs of the community.
Project Update

Recycling Matters

A written report was presented and will be circulated with the minutes. RH reported that the workshop on lanterns for the festival of light event was well attended.

Permaculture Garden
SI reported that further soil is scheduled for delivery. The project is currently looking for temporary home for the sculpture until the garden is completed

Welcome Home Project

Although this project is not funded through Bndfc SI informed the meeting that it is struggling to accommodate the volume of furniture currently being offered to the project. SCRAP are now looking for larger premises within the Bndfc area.

It was asked what is happening with the sessions in schools as the Friends of Osgathrope were concered about rotting food in the park. JR suggested that BGEP contacted Steve Baker the Burngreave Environment officer to investigate.

Green Environment Programme

This would need to be discussed by the Environment Strategy Group prior to agreeing the way forward for  the proposed  phase 2 bid. 

Green Finger

JL reported that the project continues to be effective but a variance has been discussed and agreed with Bnfdc on the number of people per session being reduced. This is due to the level of physical and mental disability the clients are presenting with

Unfortuately the project has suffered from another break in. Strengthening of the hut and tool store has been agreed with Bnfdc
