With the exception of the above 3 blocks all properties are in the process of being demolished or in the process of being passed to the contractor.

Drains

The blocked drains on Fox Street continued to be blocked.

Rubbish/Dumping

This continues to be a major issue. The Housing office have ordered extra road sweeping to take place.

Enhanced Landscaping

The demolished sites on Andover Street, Gray Street, Andover Drive and Pye Bank Close are now ready for planting

Replants’ site compound will be on site this week. There will be two planting seasons one after easter and the second in October. The hard landscaping will be taking place over the summer months May – September.
