The group were also informed that the station was open to those wishing to develop their own shows and advertising. A standard rate will be charged for advertising once the station becomes permanent but for the interim would work within organisations budgets to accommodate. 

Ophelia Clarke (BNDfC Engagement Team) would work with older people to ensure their needs are met. Young people would also be involved. 

A permanent application is currently with OFCOM and we are awaiting a response. Members were informed that OFCOM would only provide 1 licence for Sheffield, RABJAR are also applying and BCR are to work closely with whoever is successful.
